In the name of God, Amen.
Putnam County) I Nathaniel Harrison being of sound and disposing mind and memory and sensible of the uncertainty of life do make this my last will and testament hereby revoking all others. Some years past I made a distribution of my property to my children so far as I could then conveniently and properly do so, making each one as equal as possible which was as follows,
First, I gave to my daughter Mary Ann Wright two negroes a boy named Stith and a girl named Luiza and her increase and other property all of which has been placed in her possession.
Second, I gave to my daughter Caroline K. Butts, who is now dead two negroes Chipick and Mary Ann besides other property.
Third, I gave to my daughter Sally Jones Wallace two negroes Ben and Anaky besides other property.

Fourth, I gave to my son Alexander B. Harrison, Nathan & Fanny besides other property

Fifth, I gave to my son John B. Harrison two negroes Jim and Frances besides other property.

Sixth, I gave my son Gabriel Harrison two negroes Fred and Emily besides other property; the boy Fred, I pay him for having retained him in my possession.

Seventh, T have given to my daughter Martha Evelina White negroes named Alex, and a girl named Miriam and her two children and Anna Maria Hamit besides other property, all of which property each of my said mentioned children have received.
Eighth, I desire my just debts to be paid in such a manner as my beloved wife and executor may think best

Ninth, all the residue of my property I give and bequeath to my beloved wife during her natural life except Isham.

Tenth, I give Isham to Robert White to hold in trust for the sole an, separate use of my daughter Martha Evelina White for the use of herself and children during her life and at her death to be divided among her children equally if any otherwise it shall return to my estate and be divided equally among my other
Eleventh, after the death of my wife I give all the residue of my estate to be equally divided among all my children as follows the share

going to my daughter Caroline Butts, decd, I give to John A Butts upon these conditions that should he die without lawful kin living then said property is to revert to my estate and be divided among my children as hereinafter provided. Alexander B. Harrison shall receive his share, John B. Harrison shall receive his share, the share of Gabriel Harrison I do not give to him, but give it to him as trustee to hold in trust for the sole and separate use of his wife Rebecca Harrison and her children and for the sole and separate use of any other wife he may have after her death and at the death of the said Trustee said prop​erty to be equally divided between his said wife then living and all his children.

The share of my daughter Sally Jones Wallace, I give to John A. Wallace to hold in trust for the sole and separate use of the said Sally Jones and her children during her life and at her death to be divided equally among all her children.

The share of Mary Ann Wright I give to Richard W'. Wright to hold in trust for the sole and separate use of the said Mary Ann during

her life and at her death to be equally divided between her children. The share of Martha Evelina White I give to Robert White to hold in trust for the sole and separate use of the said Martha Evelina

during her life and at her death to be equally divided among her children. My sole object in conveying the property herein mentioned

in trust is to prevent the same from taken to pay the debts of Gabriel Harrison, Robert White, John A. Wallace & Richard W. Wright, and to secure the said property for the benefit of their families and not themselves.

Twelfth. If I should pay any of the notes endorsed by me as endorser or security for either Gabriel Harrison, Richard W. Wright or John

A. Wallace, I desire the amount paid to be deducted from the share going to Rebecca Harrison, Sally Jones Wallace and Mary Ann Wright-‑
Lastly, I appoint my wife Executrix and my sons John

B. Harrison, Alexander B. Harrison & Gabriel Harrison executors to this my last will and testament. In testimony whereof have sealed and signed the same and published and decided this to be my last will and testament in presence of Blumer White
